Mohave County begins the process of selecting an interim Justice of the Peace for Moccasin precinct.

KINGMAN – After the Board of Supervisors unanimously accepted the resignation of Mitchell Kalauli as the Moccasin precinct justice of the peace on May 2, 2011, the process of gathering prospective candidates, for appointment by the Board, to serve until the next general election began.

With the posting of information and an application on the Mohave County Human Resources web page (http://co.mohave.az.us/ContentPage.aspx?id=120), the formal selection process was initiated today.  Applications will be accepted until June 3, 2011 after which time they will be reviewed by a selection panel.  The panel will consist of three members chosen by Presiding Superior Court Judge Richard Weiss and Presiding Justice of the Peace Jill Davis.  An additional three panelists will be selected by the Board of Supervisors with each supervisor naming one person as a member of the panel.


The panel and Board will receive all of the application material during the week of June 6, and meet to assess the applicants during the week of June 13.  The Panel will rank the applicants and make recommendations to the Board for it’s consideration at their July 5, 2011 meeting.


To be eligible for selection, a candidate must be over the age of 18; reside within the precinct and be registered to vote within the precinct at the time of appointment.  All interested individuals should download the application and submit a resume, cover letter and application (along with seven (7) copies) to the human resources department no later than June 3, 2011.
